Camp Coorong 
Year 9 students began Term 4 with a curriculum camp to the Coorong, home of 
the Ngarrindjeri Nation, where Aboriginal culture and traditions were shared 
with students, as part of the άaŀƪƛƴƎ ŀ bŀǘƛƻƴέ unit in Year 9 History. Too big for 
one camp, the two-groups departed Seaton early Monday and Wednesday 
before making their pit-stop at Meningie Bakery for lunch. Shortly after, students 
and staff arrived safely at Camp Coorong, run by the Ngarrindjeri people who 
educate and give perspectives on the life of the local indigenous population. 
 

Students also visited ǘƘŜ ŀǊŜŀǎ ƻŦ wŀǳƪƪŀƴΣ /ƘƛƴŀƳŀƴΩǎ ²ŜƭƭΣ ǘƘŜ aǳǊǊŀȅ aƻǳǘƘ

Other highlights included sightings of a Mallee fowl nest, fish traps and the
